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2012 NEW JOBS-NY Job Creation Plan
Recently, I joined with my colleagues in the New York State
Senate to announce the 2012 NEW JOBS-NY Job Creation
Plan. This new initiative will create jobs, cut taxes, and
control state spending.

This plan includes: a 20 % tax cut for small businesses,
reducing the corporate tax rate for small businesses from
6.5 % to 5.2 % and eliminating the fixed dollar minimum; a
10 % tax credit for 800,000 small businesses that pay
under the personal income tax will save them
$120,000,000; and tax credits up to $10,000 for
businesses for each new job they create.

There are also tuition credits and deductions for families
with students seeking higher education.
