Senator Helming will recognize all of the Veterans Hall of Fame nominees during veterans 

recognition events slated for November to coincide with Veterans Day. In May 2019, Senator 



Helming’s inductee will join other inductees from Senate Districts around New York State for a 

ceremony in Albany.

Earlier this year, Senator Helming recognized the late Edward L. Butts Jr., of Union Springs, a 

U.S. Marine Corps veteran of the Vietnam War, as the 54th District’s 2018 inductee into the 

Veterans Hall of Fame. Achieving the rank of master gunnery sergeant by the time of his 

retirement, Mr. Butts served in a variety of roles in the Marine Corps both stateside and overseas. 

He also contributed to his community through the American Legion Walter T. Conley Post 1107 

in Union Springs.
