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Senator Farley Takes a Silent Moment for Pearl Harbor Day

The attack at Pearl Harbor destroyed the USS Arizona and USS Oklahoma as well as some
180 aircraft. This was the catalyst that brought the United States into World War II, Senator

Farley said.

our military troops who continue to fight for our freedom," Senator Farley said.
