Nationally, the number of deaths that occur as aresult of an overdose involving heroin has increased by
nearly 50% based on documentation from 2006-2010.

“The use of highly addictive opioid-based narcotics has destroyed countless lives and families and is the
fastest growing drug problem in both our State and Nation. Combating the use of heroin and opioid-based
illegal drugsis critically important to protecting the safety and well-being of our families,” said New Y ork
State Senator Mike Nozzolio. “ As Vice Co-Chairman of thisimportant new task force, | will continue my
efforts to raise awareness about this rising epidemic and | am hopeful that law enforcement officials,
teachers, parents and concerned community members will share their ideas, suggestions and concerns at
this roundtable discussion.”
