In 2015, more than 6,500 volunteers took part in over 200 cleanup, improvement and

beautification projects at more than 95 state parks and historic sites, contributing more than

12,000 hours of volunteer service.  Sponsors said the annual event has tripled in size since the

inaugural event was held in 2012.     

This year, volunteers from every region of New York will once again participate in efforts to

beautify, improve and restore state parks, trails and historic sites on Saturday, May 2nd.

O’Mara noted that local “I Love My Park Day” events are scheduled for the Catharine Valley

Trail, Ithaca Dog Park at Allan H. Treman Marine State Park, Robert H. Treman State Park,

Stony Brook State Park, Taughannock Falls State Park and Two Rivers State Park Recreation

Area.
