$7.65 million in state funding has been allocated for improvements to the Jamaica

The project includes the realignment and widening of Archer Avenue to create new bus lanes

and bus stop areas aimed at improving traffic flow. A new traffic signal will be added at

Archer Avenue and 146th Street, to make it safer for pedestrians crossing to the Jamaica

Long Island Railroad Station.  In addition, the sidewalks on the north and south sides of

Archer Avenue will be widened  and new center medians will be added. Two new MTA

subway entrance staircases with canopies will be constructed on the corners of Archer

Avenue and Sutphin Boulevard.
