WHEREAS, The event inspired LGBTQ people throughout the country to

organize in support of LGBTQ rights and, within two years, LGBTQ rights

groups have started in nearly every major city; and

WHEREAS, LGBTQ New Yorkers, their families and friends, and all

those committed to justice and equality celebrate during the month of

June the rich culture, the notable achievements, and the outstanding

services that LGBTQ New Yorkers make to our great State and Nation; now,

therefore, be it

RESOLVED, That this Legislative Body pause in its deliberations to

memorialize Governor Andrew M. Cuomo to proclaim June 2021, as LGBTQ

Pride Month in the State of New York; and be it further
