It is customary to hold the
Seder on the first two nights of the holiday. During the Passover Holiday it is a tradition to eat
only unleavened bread in remembrance of what the Hebrews ate during their escape from
slavery.

“Celebrating the Passover holiday brings families and friends together during the weeklong
festival,” said Senator Huntley, “and nothing is more important than connecting past, present and
future generations together through the practice of customs and traditions. | wish all Jewish
communities a good holiday.”
