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for I-86 designation. The
cost is set at $12 million.

All the bridges in the
list above will undergo
deck replacements, and
the roadwork consists of
pavement-preservation
treatments.

Statewide, $1.2 billion
was added to the $1.6 bil-
lion previously allocated
for roads and bridges in
this year’s budget under
the “New York Works”
initiative, which Cuomo
says will create thousands
of construction jobs.

“The development of
our regional and

statewide transportation
infrastructure represents a
key economic lifeline for
our communities and
workers,” state Sen. Tom
O’Mara, R-Big Flats, said
in a statement.
“Transportation will play
a key role in turning
around the fortunes of
upstate New York manu-
facturing, tourism, agri-
culture and every other
sector of the economy.
This year’s budget, espe-
cially the New York
Works initiative, estab-
lishes a stronger state
commitment to upstate
job creation and econom-
ic growth.”
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said some of the increase
can be attributed to nor-
mal seasonal change.
Beyond that, he said the
increase may be due to a
re-energized unemploy-
ment force.

“Statewide and nation-
wide, we're seeing signs
of the discouraged work-
force ... feeling more con-
fident about job
prospects and moving
back into this statistic as
they have re-initiated
their job search,” Harris

said. “This movement is
one of encouragement
but will bring about an
elevation of the unem-
ployment rate in the
short- to moderate-term.
I think some of that is at
play here, and it should
become more statistically
obvious in the coming
months.”

Harris said he expects
the tri-county natural
resource-mining-con-
struction industry to add
900 jobs or more by the
summer, but the unem-
ployment rate is expected
the remain high for the
foreseeable future.

“I anticipate the unem-

ployment rate to remain
above year-ago levels in
the short-term before
slowly receding in the
second half of the year,”
Harris said.

February was the
eighth time in three years
the tri-county unemploy-
ment rate was at or above

10 percent. The highest
unemployment rate was
10.6 percent in February
2010. Prior to February
2009, the local unem-
ployment rate had not
been above 10 percent
since before 1990. Unem-
ployment data for 1989
and prior was not readily
available.
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Chapman’s department
is preparing documents
outlining what services
outside agencies would
be asked to provide. The
documents will ask the
agencies to submit con-
tract proposals and costs,
but don’t commit the
county to a contract.

Chapman said agencies
may offer to provide serv-
ices in mental health or
drug/alcohol rehab, or
both. Agencies also will
be told Steuben is unique
due to its large size and
rural nature, he said.

However, Steuben’s
mental health depart-
ment should remain the
county’s oversight
agency, controlling case

management and refer-
ring people to the proper
treatment center,
Chapman said.
Preliminary figures by
the department’s finan-
cial officer Karen Monroe
show that oversight
would cost $384,737 and
includes salaries, benefits
and state funding.
Steuben officials have
stressed the legislative
committee is only look-
ing at ways to cut costs,
and no final decisions
have been made on men-
tal health, drug and alco-
hol rehab, or long-term
services to the aging.
“There are no easy
answers to any of this,”
said county Legislature
Chairman Joe Hauryski,
R-Campbell. “We’re look-

ing for the best services
to benefit our residents
and our taxpayers.”

Hauryski said the idea
of the county maintain-
ing oversight would like-
ly provide efficiency and
ensure services are pro-
vided to those who need
them.

State funding for rehab
and counseling services
has been a problem for
counties for years, due to
uncertain funding,
changing formulas and
requirements and delayed
payments from the state
stretching back for years.

Monroe told the com-
mittee the department
will be able to collect $1
million the state still
owes the county. But it
could take more than a

year for Steuben to
receive it, she said.

County Administrator
Mark Alger said the coun-
ty paid $1.5 million for
unexpected costs and
services last year.

So paying $400,000 for
administration could still
save the county money,
he said.

What really matters is
getting a better feel for
mental health services
costs, through proposed
contracts, according to
Alger.

“What we need is fixed
costs,” he said. “Our frus-
tration is in not being
able to determine a fixed
cost. What we need to
know is how much will it
cost on a year-to-year

basis. We can pay that.”
