The service can be performed while in
an active status by a member of the New York
State Organized Militia, by a civilian in support of
the New York State Organized Militia, or to other
individuals who have provided support to the New
York State Organized Militia and deemed appropriate
by the Adjutant General.

The approving authority for this award is the com-
mander of each respective major component of the

New York State Organized Militia.

The Conspicuous Service Cross may

be awatded to any current New York State
citizen or person who was a New York State citizen while

serving on federal active duty; whose entire service was

honorable subsequent to the time of receipt of the citation
while serving in the U.S. Army, Air Force, Navy, Matine
Corps, Coast Guard or in the Army female Nurse Corps,
and who has received a personal decoration issued by a
brigade or equivalent higher headquarters. The Conspicu-
ous Service Cross may also be awarded to any citizen of
New York State who, while serving with the allied forces,
received a personal decoration published in order issued by
a brigade or equivalent higher headquarters. The award of
the Conspicuous Service Cross is based on prior award of
atleast one of the following military decorations:
