•	 This training includes how to use the aerosol version of Narcan to reverse an 
opioid overdose. 

•	 There is NO COST for the training. 

•	 Upon completion of the training, participants will be able to recognize the signs 
and symptoms of an opioid overdose, administer Narcan properly, and take 
necessary follow-up steps.

NALOXONE or NARCAN reverses the effects of opioids. It can stop a fatal overdose 
and give time for medical personnel to arrive.
